Advance of Southwest Monsoon:

x  The Northern Limit of Monsoon continues to pass through 20.5°N/60 °E, 20.5N/63 °E, 20.5N/70 °E,
Navsari, Jalgaon, Amravati, Chandrapur, BijapuiSukma Malkangiri, Vizianagaram, 19.8N/88 °E,
21.5°N/89.5°E, 23N/89.5°E and Islampur.(Annexure llI)

x Conditions are favourable for further advance of Southwest Monsoon into some more parts of
Maharashtra, ChhattisgarhQdisha, Coastal Andhra Pradesh & northwest Bay of Bengal during nexd 3
days.

Weather Systems and Forecast & Warnings: (Annexure V)

x  Acyclonic circulation lies over northeast Assam & neighbourhoodand an eastwest trough runs from
northwest Bihar to Nagalandin lower tropospheric levels. Anorth-south trough runs roughly along Long.
91°E to the north of Lat. 3°Nin lower & middle tropospheric levels. Strong southwesterly/southerly winds
are prevailing from Bay of Bengal to northeastern States in lower tropospheric levelsinder their
influence:

V Widespread light to moderate rainfall accompanied witltthunderstorm, lightning & gusty winds
(30-40 kmph) likely over Arunachal PradeshAssam & Meghalaya, Nagaland, Manipur, Mizoram &
Tripura and SubHimalayan West Bengal & Sikkim during next days.
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V Isolated heavy to very heavy rainfall very likely over Sub-Himalayan West Bengal & Sikkim
Assam & MeghalayaArunachal Pradeshduring next 5 daysand isolated heavy rainfall over
Nagalandduring 14th-17th June 2024.

V Isolated extremely heavy rainfall also likely over Sub-Himalayan West Bengal & Sikkim on
14t and over Meghalaya on 13t & during 15th-17t June, 2024.

V Isolated to scattered light to moderate rainfall accompanied withthunderstorm, lightning &
gusty winds (30-40 kmph) very likely over Gangetic West BengaBihar, Jharkhand Odishaduring
next 5 days.

V Isolated heavy rainfall very likely over Odisha onl3th, 14h &17t June, 2024.

x  Strong westerly winds are prevailingalong thewest coastof India. A trough runs from Telanganato central
parts of Bay of Bengaiin lower & middle tropospheric levels. Under their influence:

V Scattered to fairly widespread light to moderate rainfall accompanied withthunderstorm,
lightning & gusty winds (40-50 kmph) likely over Konkan & Goaduring next 5 days and over
MadhyaMaharashtra& Marathwadaon 13 June, 2024

V Fairly widespread to widespread light to moderate rainfall accompanied withthunderstorm,
lightning & gusty winds (30-40 kmph) likely over Karnataka, Kerala & Mahe, Lakshadweep
Andaman & Nicobar Islandsisolated to scattered light to moderate rainfall over Coastal Andhra
Pradesh & YanarmRayalaseemarlelangana,Tamil Nadu, Puducherry & Karaikatluring next 5 days.

V Isolated heavy rainfall very likely over Kerala & Maheon 16th & 17t; Coastal& North Interior
Karnatakaand Konkan & Goaon 13th June, 2024.

x A cyclonic circulation lies over souttwest Rajashan & neighbourhood in lowest & middle tropospheric
levels. Under its influencelight to moderate isolated to scattered rainfall with thunderstorm, lightning
& gusty winds (40-60 kmph) very likely over Madhya PradeshVidarbha, Chhattisgarhduring next 5 days
and over Rajasthan duringnext 3 days.

x A fresh feeble Western Disturbance as a trough in middle tropospheric westerlies with its axis at 5.8 km
above mean sea level runs roughly along Long. 72°E to the north of Lat. 3224der its influence; lightto
moderate isolated rainfall with thunderstorm, lightning very likely over JammuKashmir-Ladakh-Gilgit-
Baltistan-Muzaffarabad Himachal Pradesh Uttarakhand, Rajasthanon 13h & 14t June and Punjab,
Haryana on 14h June 2024.
