Subject: No significant weather over most parts of the country during next 3-4 days.

i) Rainfall Forecast and warning over the country
Realised rainfall during past 24 hours till 0830 hours IST of today (Annexure I)

Heavy to very Heavy rainfall at isolated places over Tamil Nadu, Puducherry & Karaikal and
Kerala & Mahe.

Weather Systems:
¢ A cyclonic circulation lies over southeast Arabian Sea off south Kerala coast in lower
tropospheric levels.

Forecast & Warnings (upto 7 days) (Annexure II & III):

v"  Light to moderate rainfall at a few places accompanied with isolated thunderstorm and lightning
very likely over Tamil Nadu, Puducherry & Karaikal, Kerala & Mahe, South Interior Karnataka on
03rd & 04th November, Telangana on 03rd November, Assam & Meghalaya & Nagaland, Manipur,
Mizoram & Tripura on 05t & 06th November, Kerala & Mahe on 05t November and Tamil Nadu,
Puducherry & Karaikal, Coastal Andhra Pradesh & Yanam, Rayalaseema on 07th November.

v Isolated heavy rainfall very likely over Tamil Nadu, Puducherry & Karaikal and Kerala & Mahe on
03rdNovember and over Andaman & Nicobar Islands on 05t & 06th November.

v' Moderate to dense fog conditions very likely in isolated pockets of northeast Uttar Pradesh on
03rd & 04th November during morning hours.

ii. Temperature conditions and Forecast
Temperature Conditions during past 24 hours till 0830 hours IST of today

There is a fall in both Maximum & Minimum Temperatures over Indo Gangetic plains by about 1-2°C
during past 24 hours and no significant change over remaining parts of Northwest, Central and East
India. Maximum Temperatures are above normal by 2-4°C over plains of Northwest, Central and East
India. Minimum Temperature are above normal by 1-2°C over Haryana, Delhi, Odisha; by about 2-4°C
over Rajasthan, Madhya Pradesh, Chhattisgarh, Uttar Pradesh, Vidarbha, Gangetic West Bengal and by
2-6°C over Bihar.

Forecast of temperature

v No significant change in Maximum & Minimum temperatures over North & Central India during
next 3-4 days.



iii. Weather forecast over Delhi/NCR during 034 November to 06t November 2024
Past Weather:

There has been slight fall in minimum temperature over Delhi/NCR during past 24hr. The Maximum
and Minimum temperature over Delhi are in the range of 32-34°C and 13-18°C respectively. The
maximum temperature was above normal by 2 — 3°C and minimum temperature was above normal by 1
-3°C over some places in the region. Mainly clear sky condition with predominant surface wind from
variable directions with wind speed reaching 04 — 08 kmph prevailed during daytime and calm winds
during night. Currently smog condition with calm wind prevailing over the region.

Weather Forecast:

03.11.2024: Mainly clear sky. The predominant surface wind is likely to be from variable directions with wind
speed upto 04 - 08 kmph till evening. It would decrease thereafter becoming less than 06 kmph from variable
directions during night. Smog /mist is likely in the night.

04.11.2024: Mainly clear sky. The predominant surface wind is likely to be from variable directions with wind
speed upto 05 kmph during morning hours. Smog/ shallow fog/ mist in the morning. The wind speed will
gradually increase becoming upto 08 kmph from variable directions during afternoon. It will decrease thereafter
becoming less than 05 kmph from variable directions during evening and night. Smog/ mist is likely in the night.

05.11.2024: Mainly clear sky. The predominant surface wind is likely to be from Southeast directions with wind
speed less than 08 kmph during morning hours. Smog/mist in the morning. The wind speed will gradually
increase becoming 06- 12 kmph from Southeast directions during afternoon. It will decrease thereafter
becoming less than 05 kmph from East directions during evening and night. Smog/ mist is likely in the night.

06.11.2024: Mainly clear sky. The predominant surface wind is likely to be from Southeast direction with wind
speed upto 04 - 08 kmph during morning hours. Smog/shallow fog/mist in the morning. The wind speed will
increase thereafter becoming 10 - 15 kmph from South directions during afternoon. It will gradually decrease
becoming 04 — 08 kmph from variable directions during evening and night. Smog/ mist is likely in the night.

Provide support to banana plants
and strengthen the vegetable pandals.

» Keep the harvested produce at safer places.

» Provide mechanical support to horticultural crops and staking to vegetables.
