& Rayalaseema till 14th, Kerala during 13th -17th and over South Interior Karnataka during
13th -15th November 2024.
(iii) A fresh Western Disturbance is likely to affect the Western Himalayan region from 14th
November, 2024.

i. Rainfall Forecast and warning over the country:
Realised weather during past 24 hours till 0830 hours IST of today (Annexure I)

«» Heavy rainfall occurred at isolated places over Tamil Nadu.
+»+ Fog conditions observed (at 0530 & 0830 hours IST of today): Dense to very Dense fog reported
in isolated pockets of Haryana and Uttar Pradesh; Dense fogreported in isolated pockets of

Weather Systems:
+¢ Under the influence of yesterday’s cyclonic circulation over southwest Bay of Bengal, a low pressure
area formed over the same region yesterday, the 11 November, 2024. It moved nearly westwards and
now lies over southwest & adjoining westcentral Bay of Bengal off north Tamil Nadu & adjoining south
Andhra Pradesh coasts.
¢ A cyclonic circulation lies over southeast Arabian sea and adjoining Kerala coast in lower tropospheric
levels.
+» A fresh Western Disturbance is likely to affect the Western Himalayan region from 14th November,
2024.

Forecast & Warnings (upto 7 days) (Annexure II & III):

v" Light to moderate rainfall at a few places accompanied with isolated thunderstorm and lightning very
likely over Tamil Nadu, Puducherry & Karaikal, Coastal Andhra Pradesh & Yanam and Rayalaseema
during 12th-16th November, 2024.

v' Isolated very heavy rainfall very likely over Rayalaseema, south Coastal Andhra Pradesh & Yanam and
north Tamil Nadu on 12thNovember, 2024.

v' Isolated heavy rainfall very likely over Tamil Nadu, Puducherry & Karaikal during 13th - 16th; Kerala &
Mahe during 13t-17t%; Coastal Andhra Pradesh & Yanam and Rayalaseema on 13th & 14th; South Interior
Karnataka during 13th-15th November, 2024.

v Dense to very dense fog conditions very likely to prevail in late night/early morning hours in isolated
pockets of Punjab till 14t morning hours and dense fog for subsequent 2 days; Dense fog conditions very
likely to prevail in late night/early morning hours in isolated pockets over Himachal Pradesh till 17t
morning; Haryana & Uttar Pradesh till 15t November, 2024.



ii. Temperature conditions and Forecast:
Temperature Conditions during past 24 hours till 0830 hours IST of today

No significant change in minimum temperature observed over most parts of the country during past 24
hours. Minimum temperatures continue to be above normal by 5-7°C at isolated places over Jammu-
Kashmir-Ladakh-Gilgit-Baltistan-Muzaffarabad, north Haryana, Punjab, northwest Uttar Pradesh & parts of
northwest Rajasthan; above normal by 3-5°C over remaining parts of northwest India; most parts of Bihar,
Jharkhand, Gangetic West Bengal; in isolated parts of north Odisha, Chhattisgarh and adjoining central India
and near normal over remaining parts of the country. Today, the lowest minimum
temperature of 12.4°C is reported at Ajmer (Rajasthan) over the plains of the country.

Forecast of temperature:

+ No significant change in minimum temperatures very likely over northwest and central India during next 5
days.

+ No significant change in minimum temperatures very likely over East India during 24 hours and gradual fall
by 3-4°C thereafter for subsequent 4 days.

iii. Weather forecast over Delhi/NCR during 12th Nov. to 15th Nov. 2024
Past Weather:

There has been slight rise in maximum and minimum temperature over Delhi/NCR during past 24hr.
The Maximum and Minimum temperature over Delhi is in the range of 30-32°C and 14 -19°C
respectively. The maximum temperature was above normal by 2 — 3°C over the region and minimum
temperature was above normal by 4 -5°C over most places in the region. Mainly clear sky condition with
predominant surface wind from variable directions with wind speed reaching 04-08 kmph prevailed
during past 24hr. The mainly clear sky condition with wind speed less than 10 kmph from
southwest/northwest direction prevailed over the region in the forenoon today.

Weather Forecast:

12.11.2024: Mainly clear sky. The predominant surface wind is likely to be southwest with wind speed upto 08
- 10 kmph till evening. It would decrease thereafter becoming less than 08 kmph from northwest direction during
night. Smog/ mist is likely in the evening/night.

13.11.2024: Mainly clear sky. The predominant surface wind is likely to be from northwest direction with
speed less than 08 kmph during morning hours. Smog/mist/shallow fog in the morning. The wind speed will
increase thereafter becoming less than 10 kmph from northwest direction during afternoon. It will decrease
thereafter becoming less than 08 kmph from northwest direction during evening and night. Smog/ mist is likely
in the evening/night.

14.11.2024: Mainly clear sky. The predominant surface wind is likely to be variable with speed less than 06
kmph during morning hours. Smog/mist/shallow fog in the morning. The wind speed will gradually increase
becoming 08- 10 kmph from north/northwest direction during afternoon. It will decrease thereafter becoming
less than 06 kmph from northwest direction during evening and night. Smog/ mist is likely in the evening/night.

15.11.2024: Mainly clear sky. The predominant surface wind is likely to be from northwest direction with wind
speed less than 08 kmph during morning hours. Smog/mist/ shallow fog in the morning. The wind speed will
increase thereafter becoming 10 - 15 kmph from northwest direction during afternoon. It will gradually decrease
becoming less than 10 kmph from northwest directions during evening and night. Smog/ mist is likely in the
evening/night.
