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The 14th Asia-Oceania Meteorological Satellite Users' Conference (AOMSUC-14) is being held from
December 4-6, 2024, in New Delhi, India. The conference is hosted by the India Meteorological
Department (IMD), Ministry of Earth Sciences, and will feature high-quality oral and poster
presentations, panel discussions, and a training workshop focused on applying current satellite data for
meteorological and climatological applications.

Association (RA)-Il and RA-V countries at IMD, New Delhi, on the 7th of December 2024. All these events
will help in international coordination and capacity building for the important application of satellite
products in weather and climate forecasting and services.
